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ANIMALS IN THEL ASSROOM
The Zoo Schools provides a model program where children connect with animals and learn the importance of conservation.
Observing and caring for animals instills a sense of responsibility and respect for life. Animal Ambassadors from the Zooventures
Department visit classrooms and provide up-close and personalized animal encounters. Examples include: a Prehensile-tailed
porcupine, an angora rabbit, and an Eastern Screech Owl. With this connection to animals also comes the emphasis of proper
hygiene and hand washing. All children who handle animals are instructed to wash their hands immediately after handling them.
